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Poets and travelers have been drawn to the lakeside
town of Otsu since ancient times. The 38-story LAKE
BIWA OTSU PRINCE HOTEL that houses Ohmi,
one of the largest convention hall in Japan, dominates
the southern tip of Lake Biwa, with magnificent views
over the lake. Kenzo Tange is the architect for the
LAKE BIWA OTSU PRINCE HOTEL. In addition
to 529 guest rooms and 7 restaurants, the convention
and banquet halls can also be used for a wide variety of
activities including parties, weddings, and large-scale
events such as exhibitions and international conferences.
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The second floor is the main section of the Convention Hall OHMI,
nine separate banquet halls can be connected into one big hall.
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This area is ideal for combined events such as conferences with receptions, ceremonies with parties,
ZOIEEERR ISR 73 ZE T A = — L S — T — B AL R A B A VLo — DB LB — 7, conferences with separate parallel sessions, and exhibitions with ceremonies, all of which can be
run smoothly on a single floor without loss of time.
